15. Public Transport and associated issues: 

a) Number 2 bus to no longer run in Lawford. It was noted that First no longer run the Number 2 bus in 
Lawford, however it is a contracted service therefore it has to be provided and another provider will be 
sought. 

b) Manningtree crossing – the underpass will be closed from 10pm on 7th until 6pm on 8th June.   Cllr Baker 
attended the ‘On Track’ meeting and had a conversation with Paul Oxley but advised there was no update 
regarding the issues with the crossing. 

c) Railway Bridge/signage – ongoing.  Cllr Baker will take photographs for forwarding to the relevant parties. 
 

For information:  2 x new ticket machines have been installed at Manningtree station. One is outside in the 
rain and one inside.  Cllr Baker has asked if the siting of the one outside can be revisited as it is not practical in 
bad weather. 

 
16. Parking Issues: 

Queensway problems raised by resident – commuters are parking inconsiderately, blocking drives and in 
parking on both sides of the road stopping emergency vehicles, refuse collections and delivery vehicles gaining 
access.  Parish Council are waiting for the yellow lines to be painted, however the Submission did not appear 
on the latest list and Cllr Baker will investigate.
